
                       Naval History for the Month of January

· 1863 (Jan 1): Battle of Galveston – Confederate forces used cotton-clad boats to attack Union ships, resulting in heavy Union losses, including the USS Harriet Lane and USS Westfield.
· 1950 (Jan 26): Mary T. Sproul commissioned as the first female doctor in the Navy.
· 1954 (Jan 21): The world's first nuclear submarine, USS Nautilus(SSN-571), was christened.
· 1959 (Jan 20): The U.S. Naval Observatory introduced the atomic time system, now an international standard.
· 1961 (Jan 21): USS George Washington completed the first operational patrol for a ballistic missile submarine.
· 1962 (Jan 1): Navy SEAL teams (Sea, Air, Land) were officially established under President Kennedy.
· 1968 (Jan 23): The USS Pueblo was seized by North Korean forces.
· World War II Actions: January saw submarine attacks by USS Pollack and USS Gato (1943) and major carrier aircraft strikes against Japanese shipping and airfields (1945).
